The night before he died Jesus prayed for his disciples —and for
all of his future followers as well.

him and fled” (Mark 14:50).

It is not easy to stand
for Jesus — whether at home, at work, at school, or in
the world.

Nevertheless, he prayed for us. He is praying for us still.
How will you leave this passion walk experience? Will
you trust him with more of your heart, your mind, your
soul, and your strength?

How can this experience help you become more outward
focused—giving away the blessings with which God has
blessed you? Ask God to give you his grace, so that you

might go with his Spirit, his love, and the fullness of his blessing.
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
